Dunedin, FL – The Marauders (3-5) earned a series split in Dunedin against the Blue Jays (4-4) as three 
pitchers teamed on a 6-0 three-hitter. RHP Frank Duncan (W, 1-0), RHP Isaac Sanchez, and RHP Ryan 
Hafner combined to retire the final 16 Jays batters in order. 
 
1B Edwin Espinal opened the scoring with a two-run double off Jayson Aquino (L, 0-1) in the second 
inning. RF Jose Osuna drove in a run in the fourth with a single to center on his way to a 3-for-4 night.  
 
SS JaCoby Jones smashed a solo home run in the sixth inning to extend the Bradenton lead to 4-0. LF 
Justin Maffei’s two-run triple in the ninth capped the scoring. DH Jin-De Jhang had three singles and 
scored two runs in the game. 
 
Duncan tossed five innings in his second start of the season, striking out three and walking one. He was 
only seriously challenged in the second inning, but escaped a bases loaded threat by getting Ian Parmley 
to ground out to first. Sanchez retired all nine batters he faced, whiffing four in a row between the seventh 
and eighth innings. Hafner struck out two in the ninth. 
 
 
NOTES: The game began at 6:32 p.m. under cloudy skies, 81 degrees, wind blowing 8mph out to right 
field…Frank Duncan has allowed one run over 10 innings this season while striking out nine…The 
Marauders reached 10 hits in all four games of the series…JaCoby Jones now has six extra-base hits 
compared to two singles on the season…Jose Osuna went 7-for-17 in the series after recording just one 
hit in the first series of the season…The shutout victory is Bradenton’s first of the season; the 2014 
Marauders led all of MiLB with 18 shutout wins…
